PROCLAMATION
Motorcycle Safety Awareness Month

WHEREAS, the month of May is nationally recognized as Motorcycle Safety Awareness Month; and

WHEREAS, the State of Arizona Governor’s Office of Highway Safety recognizes the importance of mitigating risks to all those who share the road;
WHEREAS, the Arizona Motorcycle Safety Advisory Council has produced a publication devoted to raising driver awareness to encourage drivers to develop better safety habits and to begin to “see” motorcycles; 

WHEREAS, approximately three-fourths of all motorcycle crashes involve a motor vehicle and 40% of these crashes occur at intersections;

WHEREAS, the most common reason given by motorists involved in crashes with a motorcycle is “I didn’t see the motorcycle”;
WHEREAS, the best possible tool for motorcyclist crash avoidance is to participate in approved Motorcycle Safety Foundation training courses and to wear proper gear when riding;
THEREFORE, the Board declares the month of May as Motorcycle Safety Awareness Month and encourages all motorists to Drive Aware and avoids distracted driving which poses severe risk to all riders as well as to others who share the road, and encourages motorcycle riders to obtain specialized training and education to ensure safe riding habits.
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
