IDC Request for General Fund Contingency Transfer
            IDC is requesting contingency funds in the amount of $150,000 for its projected FY10/11 budget shortfall.  Based on year-to-date expenses, IDC anticipates a shortfall of approximately $122,300 and may incur additional expenses in two capital cases assigned to private contract attorneys in May 2011.  Attachment A shows IDC's current and projected budget expenses for FY10/11. 
           IDC's budget shortfall is attributable to expenses incurred in the State v. Sharp capital Rule 32 post-conviction relief case.  As noted in Attachment A, the State of Arizona is required by statute to reimburse counties for 50% of expenses incurred in capital Rule 32 proceedings.  However, the State's funding is often depleted early in the fiscal year and any unpaid reimbursement requests are carried forward until funds are available.  IDC has not been reimbursed for any expenses incurred in FY10/11 and has unpaid reimbursement requests dating back to FY07/08.  

On April 25, 2011, the State filed a notice of intent to seek the death penalty in a murder case involving two co-defendants.  Private contract attorneys are appointed to represent the defendants due to conflicts in the Public and Legal Defender offices.  Although the majority of expenses will be incurred over the next two or three fiscal years, there will be expenses incurred before the end of FY10/11.
