Background

Mr. Robert Burk, Applicant, has submitted a request to revert the zoning of Parcel #403-20-004E from GB (General Business) to the original zoning of R-18 (Residential; minimum lot size 18,000 square feet).  The conditions of the original rezoning (attached to the approval of Docket Z-08-06 unanimously approved on June 3, 2008) to rezone approximately 3-acres of the 14.77-acre parcel (403-20-004E) from R-18 to GB, included a deadline of 12 months for submittal of a building/use permit.  The subject property is located at W. Whispering Pines Lane at the southeast corner of US Highway 191, between Gleeson and Jefferson Roads in Elfrida.
Condition #3 of the original rezoning request states: “The Applicant shall submit a building permit for the auto repair shop, driveway, parking areas, screening and other site development standards for the proposed use within 12 months of the Board of Supervisors' approval. The building permit shall include a site plan in conformance with this approval and meeting all site development standards, County Building and Safety Codes, Septic System and Well codes, and appropriate fees. Failure to meet this condition will cause the rezoning approval to be deemed void, upon 30-day notification to the Applicant.”   

The remaining conditions of approval are listed in the attached "As you are aware letter" dated June 6, 2008.  Mr. Burk cites the economic downturn as the overarching reason for this zoning reversion request. 
History

The original purpose of the rezoning was to establish and operate an impound yard and vehicle repair shop.  Mr. Burk submitted a commercial permit application for the vehicle repair shop in February 2009.  However, at the behest of the Applicant and due to various permit deficiencies, a one-year administrative extension to fulfill the commercial permit requirements was granted on May 5, 2009 (the commercial permit was extended to June 17, 2010; in the interim, the Applicant obtained a refund for the septic permit application fee, thereby voiding the commercial permit application for the auto repair shop). On June 29, 2010, the Board of Supervisors further

extended this deadline to June 17, 2011. Finally, Mr. Burk requested a reversion of the current GB zoning on June 23, 2011(see attached).

One document was submitted for the Chairman's signature should this request be granted, that being an ordinance to revert the property to its former R-18 zoning, per the property owner’s request.
Public Input

Two letters of support were received, and are attached.  There were no letters opposing this request.
Motion

Adopt Ordinance No. 11-__ (Docket Z-08-06R) reverting the zoning of Parcel # 403-20-004E to R-18 (Residential; minimum lot size 18,000 square feet) from the current GB (General Business) zoning, per the property owner’s request.
