DESIGNATING POLLING PLACES WITHIN COCHISE COUNTY FOR THE PRESIDENTIAL PREFERENCE ELECTION TO BE HELD FEBRUARY 28, 2012
WHEREAS, under provisions of A.R.S. § 16-248 the Cochise County Board of Supervisors shall designate a reasonable and adequate number of polling locations where the Presidential Preference Election will be held; and 
WHEREAS,  under the provisions of A.R.S. § 16-248(D) each county with less than two hundred thousand active registered voters shall determine the number of polling places for the presidential preference election by using no more than one polling place for every two thousand active registered voters as of January 1 of the year of the presidential preference primary,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of Cochise County that unless the number of active registered voters as of January 1, 2012 requires different configuration, the official voting regions to be used for the Presidential Preference Election and proposed polling locations are set forth in Exhibit “A”, which is attached to this Resolution and fully incorporated by reference herein.
