


                       FOREST ROAD COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT
                              PROJECT AGREEMENT 

                                 BETWEEN THE 

                U. S. DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE, FOREST SERVICE

                                      AND

                         COCHISE COUNTY, ARIZONA
 


This agreement is a specific project agreement as provided for on page 2 of the
FOREST ROAD COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT made and entered into by the above named
parties on the      day of ____________, 1995, for the improvement of 7.1 miles of Geronimo Trail, FR-63.

WHEREAS, the condition of the existing road precludes safe use by the general
public to access both private and National Forest System lands, and 

WHEREAS, the improvement and subsequent maintenance of the road is necessary
for public use and the protection and management of the Coronado National
Forest, and

WHEREAS, it is mutually advantageous for the parties hereto to cooperate in
improving the road, and

WHEREAS, through a cooperative effort, the parties have a qualified staff,
equipment and funding available to construct the needed improvements.

NOW THEREFORE the parties hereto, realizing the mutual benefit to be derived in
cost efficiency, future management and service to the public, desire to
cooperate in the improvement of the road thereof.  

The joint improvement effort would start after Aug. 1, 2002, and should be
completed within a month.  If coordinated funding or other problems arise, the
project could be delayed up to three years under this agreement with mutually
acceptable cost adjustments.

The following described work is agreed upon to improve approximately 7 miles of
Forest Road No. 63, also known as the Geronimo Trail, from near MP-29 in Cochise County to the cattleguard near MP-36 on the Coronado National Forest.

Work consists of brushing the roadway, road surface milling and shaping, and installing & reinforcing drainage features.
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                               RESPONSIBILITIES

FOREST SERVICE:

    The Forest Service will:

         - provide the required NEPA documentation its segment of the project.
   - provide construction staking, administration and inspection.
   - provide Roto-Trimmer with service truck and operator to assist with  reconstructing the surface on this 7 miles of road. 			 
   - provide up to a total of $20,000.00 for materials, equipment and labor.

 
COCHISE COUNTY:

    Cochise County will:

         - provide the required NEPA documentation its segment of the project.
   - provide a blade and water truck with service vehicles and operators to            reconstruct the surface of this 7 mile of road.
         - provide equipment and labor up to a total of $10,000.00.
