A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE COUNTY ADMINSTRATOR, DEPUTY COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR OR COUNTY ENGINEER TO SIGN AGREEMENTS WITH PROPERTY OWNERS REGARDING FLOOD MITIGATION DEVICES AND ACCESS TO PROPERTY
WHEREAS, A.R.S. § 26-311 authorizes the Board of Supervisors, Cochise County, Arizona, to proclaim the existence of a local emergency when Cochise County is affected or likely to be affected by a disaster that places people or property in peril; and

WHEREAS, two large wildfires are blazing in Cochise County, the first broke out in the Chiricahua Mountains in the Coronado National Forest on 8 May 2011 and is called the “Horseshoe Two Fire” and a second fire began in the Coronado National Memorial / Coronado National Forest and is called the “Monument Fire” on 12 June 2011; and 

WHEREAS, the Cochise County Board of Supervisors previously declared emergencies for the Horseshoe Two and Monument Fires; and 
WHEREAS, due to the fires, areas of the County are exposed to severe flooding and sedimentation; and 
WHEREAS, the County desires to assist property owners in affected areas by providing them with sandbags, straw wattles, concrete barriers and other flood mitigation devices and, in some instances, to assist property owners with placing the flood mitigation devices; and 

WHEREAS, the County is requesting property owners to sign agreements in the form attached hereto as Exhibit A allowing County access to their property and holding the County harmless; and 

WHEREAS, because of the emergency nature of the assistance, it is desirable for the Board of Supervisors to delegate authority to sign these agreements to the County Administrator, Deputy County Administrator and the County Engineer.
NOW THEREFORE, the Cochise County Board of Supervisors hereby delegates authority to sign agreements in the form attached hereto as Exhibit A to the County Administrator, Deputy County Administrator and County Engineer.
