WHEREAS, from time to time the County Recorder makes copies of documents and mails them to requesting parties, such as title companies, prior to receiving statutory mandated fees pursuant to A.R.S § 11-475; and

WHEREAS, occasionally the requester fails to make payment after he/she receives the records; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to A.R.S. § 11-201, the authority to sue on behalf of the County resides with the Board of Supervisors and agents and officers acting under its authority; and
WHEREAS, it would be more efficient for the County Attorney to file collection actions to recover such fees at the request of the County Recorder without the formal approval of the Board of Supervisors, 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Cochise County Board of Supervisors hereby delegates to the County Attorney the authority on behalf of the County to initiate and manage collection lawsuits/actions at the request of the Cochise County Recorder for past due fees under A.R.S § 11-475.
