The host agency is the U.S. Forest Service and the benefiting agency is Cochise County.

Cochise County will use tower space on the Antelope Pass 50 ft. tower for six Yagi antennas and approximately 6 rack units of rack space for multiple base stations within the building.

Cochise County will install a coax cable from the equipment room to the tower microwave.  The cable will be isolated from ground at the U.S. Forest Service site and will have lightning protection installed.

Electricity used for the equipment at Antelope Pass is approximately 29 watts.  This correlates to approximately 696 Wh per day, or 20.9 kWh per month.
