CONDITIONALLY AMENDING CERTAIN ZONING DISTRICT BOUNDARIES IN WHETSTONE, AZ, PURSUANT TO THE APPLICATION OF

WHEREAS, pursuant to A.R.S. §11-814 property owners or their authorized agents may request amendments to the Zoning District boundaries through the Board of Supervisors at a public hearing; and

WHEREAS, the Cochise County Board of Supervisors recognizes that and rezonings can affect land use patterns and therefore warrant careful consideration of local and regional impacts at a public hearing;

	WHEREAS, the Cochise County Board of Supervisors seeks to promote effective, early and continuous public participation by citizens; and

	WHEREAS, on August 8, 2012, the Planning and Zoning Commission held a duly noticed public hearing on the proposed Zoning District classification for a 6.3 acre tract of land, Parcel No. 106-19-018 as depicted on the legal description attached hereto as “Exhibit A,” and hereby known as Docket Z-12-05 (Martin), being an Application to amend Zoning District boundaries; and

	WHEREAS, on August 28, 2012, the Board of Supervisors held a duly noticed public hearing on the amendments to the Zoning District classification for Parcel No. 106-19-018 as recommended by the Planning and Zoning Commission.

IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED AND ORDERED, that the Zoning district designation for Tax Parcel 106-19-018 as described in "Exhibit A," is changed from TR-36 to GB. The change comprises approximately 6.3 acres. The subject parcel is located in the Whetstone area on the corner of E. Hamel Rd. and State Route 90.  The property is further described as being situated in Township 20 South, Range 20 East of the Gila & Salt River Base & Meridian, Cochise County, Arizona.

The rezoning is subject to the following Condition:

1. The Applicant shall provide the County with a signed Acceptance of Conditions and a Waiver of Claims form arising from ARS Section 12-1134 signed by the property owner of the subject property within thirty (30) days of Board of Supervisors’ approval of the Comprehensive Plan Amendment and Rezoning or the approval of the Amendment and Rezoning may be deemed void.
