A regular board meeting of the Cochise County Board of Supervisors was held on Tuesday, May 21, 2013 at 10:00 a.m. in the Board of Supervisors’ Hearing Room, 1415 Melody Lane, Building G, Bisbee, Arizona.  In attendance were Ann English, Chairman; Richard Searle, Vice-Chairman; Patrick Call, Supervisor; Mike Ortega, County Administrator; Jim Vlahovich, Deputy County Administrator; Dave Fifer, Civil Deputy County Attorney; and Arlethe Rios, Assistant to the Clerk of the Board. 

Chairman English called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

Vice-Chairman Searle made a motion to approve items 1-6 of the Consent Agenda. Supervisor Call seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
Chairman English asked that items 9 and 10 be presented at this time.

PUBLIC HEARING

Community Development

7.  Adopt Resolution 13-12, altering the establishment and acquiring the right-of-way of Davis Road, a County Highway, at milepost 5.1 and 13.1, as described therein.

Ms. Karen Riggs, Community Development Interim Director, presented this item using a PowerPoint presentation. Ms. Riggs stated that staff asked for the alteration on Davis Road due to monies obtained from the federal government and explained that three different projects would be covered. She said that the federal acquisition process had to be followed and that her staff in the right-of-way division (Terry Couchenour and Pam Hudgins) were taking this opportunity to become familiar with the process in order to handle in the future. She gave background information on each separate project and said that fencing would be done in some areas to stay within regulation.
Chairman English opened the public hearing. 
Mr. Dennis Moroney commented on deeds regarding conservation easements, and the County’s ability to obtain easements from the federal government. 
No one else chose to speak and Chairman English closed the public hearing.

Ms. Riggs thanked Mr. Moroney for the information and said that she would update the Board on any issues regarding this project. 
Supervisor Call moved to adopt Resolution 13-12, altering the establishment and acquiring the right-of-way of Davis Road, a County Highway, at milepost 5.1 and 13.1, as described therein.  Vice-Chairman Searle seconded the motion.
Chairman English called for the vote and it carried 3-0.
ACTION
Board of Supervisors
8.  Uphold or amend the Assessor's Notice of Proposed Correction for parcel 124-13-024 (Walden).
The Board of Supervisors, acting as the Board of Equalization, heard this item.
Mr. Phil Leiendecker, County Assessor, gave the background of the appeal and showed the Board a picture of the property in question. He stated that the applicant had filed for a senior citizen freeze in 2007, but did not fully understand that the freeze only allowed 10 acres. He said that the other acres that were part of the property would still have to be assessed and valued. He explained that after review of the property he recommended a full cash value of $32,942 and said the property owner was notified of this proposal.
Vice-Chairman Searle moved to amend the Assessor's Notice of Proposed Correction for parcel 124-13-024 (Walden) to reflect the recommended total assessed value of $32,942. Supervisor Call seconded the motion.

Chairman English called for the vote and it carried 3-0.
Items 9 and 10 were heard after item 6. 
9.  Approve IGA with AHCCCS for Supplemental Payments to Disproportionate Share Hospitals, which authorizes the County to contribute money to obtain Federal matching funds for the benefit of Southeast Arizona Medical Center.

Mr. Mike Ortega, County Administrator, presented this item. Mr. Ortega said that he would discuss both items 9 and 10 at this time since they involved the same purpose of obtaining aide for the Southeast Arizona Medical Center. He explained that they were local money matching grants through the federal government and noted that although the Safety Net IGA was previously approved it never was completed at the federal level. He said the City of Douglas would partner with the County to fund these IGAs.
Supervisor Call asked if the signing the IGAs obligated the County to spend money.

Mr. Ortega said that no money would be spent until it was approved by the federal agencies and returned to the Board for final approval. 

Mayor Danny Ortega Jr., City of Douglas, said that if the IGAs were approved today he would present this issue to his council, but clarified that any support from the City would depend on the Board’s approval and the hospital’s ability to formulate a plan to ensure that these monies did not go to pay off any of the hospital’s debt. 

Supervisor Call moved to approve IGA with AHCCCS for Supplemental Payments to Disproportionate Share Hospitals, which authorizes the County to contribute money to obtain Federal matching funds for the benefit of Southeast Arizona Medical Center. Vice-Chairman Searle seconded the motion.

Chairman English called for the vote and it carried 3-0.
10.  Approve IGA with AHCCCS for Safety Net Hospital and Health System Funding, which authorizes the County to contribute money to obtain Federal matching funds for the benefit of Southeast Arizona Medical Center.
Mr. Mike Ortega, County Administrator, presented this item. Mr. Ortega discussed this item along with item 9.
Vice-Chairman Searle moved to approve IGA with AHCCCS for Safety Net Hospital and Health System Funding, which authorizes the County to contribute money to obtain Federal matching funds for the benefit of Southeast Arizona Medical Center. Supervisor Call seconded the motion.

Chairman English called for the vote and it carried 3-0.

11.  Approve a letter from the Board of Supervisors affirming the Electromagnetic (EM) Spectrum within Ft. Huachuca's Buffalo Soldier Electronic Test Range (BSETR) as a Natural Resource for Bureau of Land Management (BLM) Planning and Management Purposes for the Southline Transmission Project (project).
Mr. Mike Turisk, Planning Manager and Ms. Kim Mulhern, Contractor, presented this item. Mr. Turisk explained the background and showed a map of the area. He said that the purpose of the letter was to mitigate efforts that would help protect the BSETR. 
Supervisor Call clarified that this letter would simply engage the County in any future discussions regarding the BSETR. 

Vice-Chairman Searle said that he would like to be updated on any progress or discussions on this issue. 

Supervisor Call moved to approve a letter from the Board of Supervisors affirming the Electromagnetic (EM) Spectrum within Ft. Huachuca's Buffalo Soldier Electronic Test Range (BSETR) as a Natural Resource for Bureau of Land Management (BLM) Planning and Management Purposes for the Southline Transmission Project (project). Vice-Chairman Searle seconded the motion.

Chairman English called for the vote and it carried 3-0.
Fleet
12.  Approve the renewal of Contract No. IFB 12-22-HFM-04 for Bulk Fuel (diesel & unleaded) to Union Distributing in the estimated amount of $2,212,088 for the period of June 21, 2013 through June 11, 2014 for the Fleet Management Department.
Mr. Dave Seward, Procurement Director, presented this item. Mr. Seward went over the background information and stated that there were no changes from previous years, except that the cost was 9.5 cents per gallon. 
Vice-Chairman Searle moved to approve the renewal of Contract No. IFB 12-22-HFM-04 for Bulk Fuel (diesel & unleaded) to Union Distributing in the estimated amount of $2,212,088 for the period of June 21, 2013 through June 11, 2014 for the Fleet Management Department. Supervisor Call seconded the motion.

Chairman English called for the vote and it carried 3-0.
Health
13.  Approve the Billing Services Contract between Cochise Health and Social Services and The Arizona Partnership for Immunizations (TAPI), a non-profit Arizona corporation effective for a one year term with automatic annual renewals.
Mr. Ray Falkenberg, Administrative Services Manager, presented this item. Mr. Falkenberg explained that using TAPI would allow the County the opportunity to obtain contracts with many insurance companies. He said that approving this partnership would enable the County to begin private vaccine revenues and help staff become better educated on what corporations we want to use in the future. 
Supervisor Call moved to approve the Billing Services Contract between Cochise Health and Social Services and The Arizona Partnership for Immunizations (TAPI), a non-profit Arizona corporation effective for a one year term with automatic annual renewals. Vice-Chairman Searle seconded the motion.

Chairman English called for the vote and it carried 3-0.
Solid Waste
14.  Approve the award of Invitation for Bids IFB No. 13-30-SWD-04 to Southwestern Scale Company, Inc. for the purchase of two transfer station above ground truck scales for the Solid Waste Department in the amount of $77,440.36 tax included; one scale will be installed at the Sierra Vista Transfer Station the other will be located at the Douglas Transfer Station.
Mr. Dave Seward, Procurement Director, presented this item. Mr. Seward went over the background and noted that these scales were projected to increase revenues for the upcoming fiscal  year. 
Vice-Chairman Searle moved to the award of Invitation for Bids IFB No. 13-30-SWD-04 to Southwestern Scale Company, Inc. for the purchase of two transfer station above ground truck scales for the Solid Waste Department in the amount of $77,440.36 tax included; one scale will be installed at the Sierra Vista Transfer Station the other will be located at the Douglas Transfer Station. Supervisor Call seconded the motion.

Chairman English called for the vote and it carried 3-0.
