ADOPT REVISIONS TO THE COUNTY ROAD MAINTENANCE SYSTEM FOR
MASCOT MINE ROAD, HURTADO RANCH ROAD AND TAMARISK AVENUE

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors, Cochise County, Arizona, has the authority to lay
out, maintain, control, and manage public roads within Cochise County pursuant to A.R.S. § 11-
251 (4); and

WHEREAS, the County’s Road Maintenance System as depicted by the Maintained
Road List and Atlas was adopted May 15, 1975, superseded November 13, 1989 pursuant to
Resolution 89-107 and updated as needed by Board resolution, approved subdivision action, city
annexation or other recorded action; and

WHEREAS, there has been presented to the Board a formal request for revisions to the
County’s Road Maintenance System as follows:

e Mascot Mine Road — 604
Request: Reduce County maintenance mileage from 0.984 to 0.379 to
terminate at FBH Road.
Basis: Remainder of road north of FBH Road is not open to public due to
locked gate.

e Hurtado Ranch Road — 455
Request: Remove road from County maintenance.
Basis: Road is not open to public due to locked gate.

e Tamarisk Avenue — 1286
Request: Remove road from County maintenance
Basis: Road was not improved to standards and is not maintained by the
County. The road was inadvertently included when Re-subdivided Stronghold
Mobile Estates roads were added.
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WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors having considered all comments regarding this
request at their meeting held November 15, 2016, has determined that approving the request as
specified above would be in the best interest of Cochise County and the public at large,

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED that we, the Board of
Supervisors, Cochise County, Arizona, approve the revisions to the County’s Road Maintenance
System as specified above.

IT IS FINALLY RESOLVED that any resolution in conflict herewith is rescinded to
the extent of said conflict.
