Ms. Dora Flores, Zoning Administrator, presented this item. Ms. Flores gave the background of the zoning
regulations and went over the suggested changes. She stated that staff recommended approval.

Supervisor Searle thanked staff for their work on the changes.

Mr. Michael Ortega, County Administrator, said that there were no changes to the Board meeting
schedule from the previous year.

Supervisor Searle moved to approve the 2015 Cochise County calendar reflecting the schedule of
the Regular Board of Supervisor meetings for the calendar year 2015, the 2015 holidays and pay
days, and authorize the Clerk to post the Public Notice of the 2015 meeting schedule. Vice-Chairman
English seconded the motion.

Vice-Chairman English called for the vote and it was approved 2-0-1 (Call absent).

Renew and/or revise committee appointments for members of the Board of Supervisors and executive
staff for the 2015 Calendar Year and approve continuing annual memberships for 2015, with payment
of associated dues as described herein.

Mr. Michael Ortega, County Administrator, noted some changes that had been made from the
previous year and added that Mr. Rios should be added to the Arizona County Managers Association
(ACMA) listing as she had recently been approved to be a part of this association. He also stated that
Mr. Vlahovich would become the Trustee for the Cochise Combined Trust (CCT) moving forward.

Supervisor Searle requested that the US/Mexico Border Counties Coalition be removed from the list
since it was disbanded in June of this year and that staff research the status of the Local Area Impact
Assessment Group.

Supervisor moved to approve as amended the committee appointments for members of the Board of
Supervisors and executive staff for the 2015 Calendar Year and approve continuing annual
memberships for 2015, with payment of associated dues as described herein. Vice-Chairman English
seconded the motion.

Vice-Chairman English called for the vote and it was approved 2-0-1 (Call absent).

County Sheriff

Approve the Professional Services Agreement with Motorola and Assignment/Grant of a
Communications System Agreement by Howard G. Buffett Foundation, Inc. to Cochise County,
conditioned on execution of the Assignment/Grant by Howard G. Buffett Foundation, Inc.

Sheriff Mark Dannels presented this item. Sheriff Dannels thanked all involved with the process,
especially since phase one had already been completed. He noted that there were still two phases
pending and gave details regarding the implementation of the 2nd phase. He added that the this
request was for phase 2 and said that this phase would be critical for communications countywide
during emergency situations. He stated that the maintenance portion is still up for discussion and that
the Buffet Foundation would cover the amount for the user fee tax.

Mr. Ortega said that this was a beneficial project for the citizens and noted that the agreement would
be between the County and Motorola. He stated that staff recommended the Board approve based on
the updated information and asked that the Board allow staff to research different maintenance
options.

Mr. Hanson clarified that the change in having the agreement between the County and Motorola



simplified the process, but noted that the final agreement was still pending and the Board did have an
option to table this item.

Supervisor Searle amended the motion to approve the Professional Services Agreement with
Motorola and Assignment/Grant of a Communications System Agreement by Howard G. Buffett
Foundation, Inc. to Cochise County, conditioned on execution of the Assignment/Grant by Howard G.
Buffett Foundation, Inc. with the changes outlined by Mr. Ortega.

Mr. Ortega assured the Board that if any major changes were made to the agreement he would bring
it back to the Board for consideration.

Mr. Hanson noted that the warranty would cover any issues for the first year, which would not be
effective until the date of installation.

Supervisor Searle asked about the coverage countywide with the new system.

Sheriff Dannels said that the County would not be covered entirely due to several areas missing the
right equipment, but 95% of the County would always be covered.
